2. School Facilities Master Plan for Orleans Parish- I have attended along with several others ( Byron Johnson, Jason Coleman, Betty DiMarco, Jill Stephens, Jean Fisher) two meetings in this regard. In short, the current plan calls for approximately $16 million renovations to the current Johnson school site. It has been determined that the environmental issues that existed at Johnson have been resolved by the Sewerage and Water Board. The Priestley site has been put on the list for land banking. Although not included in the plan, the Priestley site would most likely be put up for sale at some future time. In the next 30 days, RSD and OPSB will be having district meetings to get public input. We are in District 6 and the meeting will be held on July 18th at McMain high School - 5712 South Claiborne at 6 pm. Please reach out to your neighbors and invite them to the meeting. I am hoping that as many of us who can attend will do so. This is an opportunity for us to let them know what the community wants in our neighborhood.
