2. Discussion Items
   A. Enrico Sterling updated members on the city council discussions of Costco, interim zoning ordinance, complaints about a mini-mart operation on Oak Street and blighted properties.
   B. Mellow Mushroom Good Neighbor Agreement
      Group discussed revised drawings of restaurant floor plan, live entertainment and conditional use requests. Local neighbors of the proposed site and the business owners discussed concerns and modification requests. Board deferred decision on modifications until subcommittee could gather more details on music and additional neighbor input.

   C. CARI visioning project for Oak Street
